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My original intention for this letter was to focus on this time of 
the year. Summer has passed and now autumn has begun. Fall is 
upon us once again ð Harvest time. 

Then I picked up my Bible to see what it had to say about har-
vest. The first passage I read sent my thoughts in an entirely new 
direction. Here is what the Good Word says: 

  
Then he said to his disciples òThe Harvest is plentiful but the 
workers are few. Ask the Lord of the harvest, therefore, to send 
out workers into his harvest field.ó (Matthew 9:35-38) 
 
Jesus said something similar when he referred to his followers 

as òfishers of men.ó Those words were spoken to two of his disci-
ples. Here, Jesus was looking at the crowds following him and re-
ferred to them as a field ripe for harvest.  

We as a community are richly blessed with many workers, peo-
ple who will gladly go out into our òharvest fieldó to seek out those 
who are (or perhaps might be) thirsty for His word, who want to 
have a deeper relationship with Jesus Christ. Many people are ready 
to give their lives to Christ if someone would lead them to that 
point. All of us, including myself, need to have faith in ourselves, or 
rather, faith in how the Spirit of the Lord will use us to reach out to 
others. 

 Jesus commands us to pray that people will respond to his 
need for workers. Often, when we pray for something, God answers 
our prayers by using us.  

Be prepared and open for God to use you to show another per-
son the way to Him. Ask Him who he is putting on your heart to 
sponsor, so that he or she will experience a love-filled, thought-
provoking wonderful three days.

When I sat down to put this devo-
tion together, I started with prayer, 
asking God what He wanted me to 
do. Nothing came right away, so I 
took some time to check my email 
while I waited on the Lord. 

I received one from a young lady 
from my church who is in Europe 
training with hundreds of other kids 
with YWAM (Youth with a Mission). 
She mentioned that they were strug-
gling with the concept of hearing 
from the Holy Spirit. Most of them 
had never, as far as they knew, heard 
Him speak to them. She went on to 
say that she hadnõt found anywhere 
in scripture that His communication 
with us stopped after the early 
church. She asked for help. 

I got to thinking about how 
many Christians, old as well as 
young, struggle with that also. 

We in Tres Dias strive to follow 
the Lordõs leading. But are we really 
hearing from Him through the Holy 
Spirit, or are we listening to our own 
thoughts, ideas, or desires? So I de-
cided I would share what little I 
know about listening and hearing 
from Him. I hope that what I say will 
be helpful for Tres Dias, as well as 
my young friend in Europe. 

Most of my readers know that I 
am a recovered alcoholic, and now all 
of you do. The way I stay sober, with

the Lordõs help, is through working the 12 
steps. All of the steps can be used by any-
one with almost any struggle, but the one 
that most pertains to me is the 11th step. In 
this step, we affirm that we have òSought 
through prayer and meditation to improve 
our conscious contact with God.ó 

Now, I know that all pescadores know 
how to pray. I also know that many of us 
are confused about how to meditate. 
There are about 20 references to medita-
tion in the Bible, like Psalm 19:14:  òMay 
the words of my mouth and the medita-
tions of my heart be pleasing in your 
sight.ó  

There are many types of meditation, 
and each has its purpose. There is the kind 
of meditating that focuses on a word to 
understand its meaning, for example, or on 
a Bible verse to learn how it applies to you, 
or on a problem and how to resolve it.  
Meditating to hear the Holy Spirit is the 
one I want to address. 

So how do we do it? Psalm 46:10 gives 
us some direction. òBe still and know that 
I am God.ó So, the first thing we need to 
do is be still. In my experience and my 
studies, I have never heard the Holy Spirit 
shout. Rather, He speaks in a still small 
voice.  

If you want someone to really listen to 
what you have to say, speak softly. Try it. 
They will lean in and hang on your every 
word. Iõm not good at it; I have a big, loud

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mouth. The Holy Spirit,  on the other hand, 
is an expert at it. So if we want to hear what 
He has to say to us, we need to quiet our 
busy, noisy minds and listen. It takes practice. 

Samuel learned this from Eli. Eli hears his 
name called and assumes Samuel has called 
him. This happens a second time, and thené 

 
A third time the LORD called, òSamuel!ó 
And Samuel got up and went to Eli and 
said, òHere I am; you called me.ó  

Then Eli realized that the LORD was 
calling the boy. So Eli told Samuel, òGo 
and lie down, and if he calls you, say, 
ôSpeak, LORD, for your servant is listen-
ing.õó (1 Samuel 3: 8-10). 

 
As we are about to guide Tres Dias of 

Fairfield County this coming year, we need to 
be led by God. So, I would like for us to take 
time to be still and listen. I know that the  
Holy Spirit will speak to some, if not all of us. 
I suggest that we all practice some quiet time 
every day, to listen to God. I can learn noth-
ing new when my mouth or mind is going at 
full speed. 

So get comfortable, relax and close your 
eyes, and join me for a time of listening. 

Speak, Lord, your children are listening.

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all the different locations are essentially 
the same. The most recent womenõs 
weekend in Korea was essentially the 
same as a menõs weekend held 10 years 
ago in Cleveland, which was essentially 
the same as your weekend held here in 
Fairfield County. This is made possible 
because each was grounded on the 
òEssentials of Tres Dias.ó 

When you delve into the Essentials 
of Tres Dias, you begin to see how Tres 
Dias ticks, and why we do a number of 
the things we do. No two Piety Rollos 
are the same, but each rollista is guided 
by an outline that gives the rollista the 
points that need to be covered and sug-
gests scripture passages that are particu-
larly relevant. The outlines also provide 
guidance as to the tone of each talk and, 
at times, even guidance regarding specif-
ic points that the speaker should not 
bring up in the talk, points that may not 
be appropriate for one reason or anoth-
er. None of this is meant to handcuff 
the rollista, but rather to serve a quality-
control function. It is also very reassur-
ing to the speakers in that they do not 
have to create a 20-40 minute talk from 
scratch. 

There is a great deal to the Essen-
tials, far beyond the scope of one article. 
Lord willing, in the next Upper Room I 
will be able to provide an explanation of 
the part of the Essentials known as the 
Tres Dias Method, which might be de-
scribed as òEverything You Should 
Know about Tres Dias but Were Afraid 
to Ask.ó

and click the ñEssentialsò tab on the left. All Tres Dias Communities are required to 

hold an Essentials Training (also called ñTres Dias Schoolò). Watch this publication and

hold the next training. 

Amateurs! Has it ever occurred to you 
that Tres Dias is run by a bunch of am-
ateurs, and yet for over thirty years we 
have held one successful weekend after 
another? This is one of the miracles of 
Tres Dias! Remember, Tres Dias is 
more than our community here in Fair-
field County. Tres Dias is international 
and hundreds of weekends are held eve-
ry year, each run by amateurs. 

Every rector and every rollista was at 
one time a first-time team member, and 
itõs safe to say that none of these first-
timers had any idea about how to run a 
successful weekend. What is remarkable 
is that Tres Dias takes people who 
havenõt the slightest idea what they are 
doing and transforms them into accom-
plished speakers and team leaders.  

This is all the more remarkable when 
you realize that, except for some ex-
rectors and perhaps a last minute fill-in, 
none of the people on the team has ev-
er done their particular job before. You 
may have thought that the people on 
your weekendõs team were seasoned 
veterans, but in reality, all of them were 
performing their particular roles for the 
first time! 

How does Tres Dias pull it off? 
Obviously, there is a heavy reliance 

upon the Holy Spirit, especially when it 
comes to effective witnessing and lead-
ership. Prayer and dedication help, too. 
But while each weekend is different, 
and each communityõs weekends might 
have their own òflavor,ó all of the 
weekends throughout the years and in

It is Chris-
tian people living out their faith where 
they live.  
 

Q  You recently said òYesó to be-ing a spiritual director on the 
Menõs 95 weekend. What is it like to 
be part of the team?  

A   As a part of the team, I found 
myself looking forward to the 

weekly meetings. Being part of the 
team as a spiritual director, rather than 
as a candidate, was much more reward-
ing, as I had the privilege to watch   
faces and see lives being transformed. 
 

Q  What would you say to other 
pastors about Tres Dias?  

A  Tres Dias is a way to revitalize 
our churches. It encourages us to 

live out the whole body of Christ be-
cause it is ecumenical. By listening to 
contemporary stories of what Jesus is 
doing in our lives today, we agree to 
put aside the differences that separate 
us. By bringing different traditions to-
gether to live as Jesusõ disciples, and by 
practicing what holds us together and 
makes us the body of Christ, Christian-
ity feels bigger, is bigger, right here and 
now. 

Q  What made you decide to go on 

a Tres Dias weekend?  

A  I had been asked to go several 
years before, but this was the 

first opportunity I had after ordina-
tionéso, no more excuses! 
 

Q  Why should others attend 
this weekend? 

A   Tres Dias is a weekend where 
lay people speak of the day-to-

day ups and downs of living out their 
faith. For new Christians, itõs a time 
to learn about their faith with deeper 
understanding, and in a way that the 
Church does not always have time to 
explain. For long-term Christians, it is 
a time to renew and live out their faith. 
It gives people a chance to sit back 
and say, òAh! This is what Iõm miss-
ing, this is why Iõm Christianéthere 
really is more.ó  
  

Q  Iõm sure that being clergy, you have attended other spir-
itual growth opportunities. What 
makes Tres Dias different? 

A  What struck me most is that 
Tres Dias is involved in real-life 

living. It is lay led by òordinaryó 
Christians, rather than people giving 
lectures and theological studies. Tres 
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this  is why Iôm 

Christiané.ò
